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Introduction

The album “The Beauteous District of Krakoéw” takes you for a journey through a number
of interesting sites in the Krakdw District, whose beauty has been depicted in the artful works
of the painter, preserved in the accounts of the past and captured by the lens of the photographer.

Krakow and its vicinity have been the subject of so many publications that it could seem impossible
to create one that would be really different, that would turn readers’ eyes to some less known
places, remind them of the forgotten ones or shed new light on those universally loved and
frequently visited. The original structure of this publication has been devised by the author

of the photographs, Krzysztof Kaminski, who thought about combining old text with contemporary
pictures. However, putting it into practice has turned out to be very difficult,

we leave it to you to decide whether it has been worth the effort.

The Krakéw District enjoys the abundance of magnificent places, and even the very act of selection,
made necessary by the limited size of the book, has been as difficult as diverse are our ways

of perceiving the world. The publication includes all the municipalities of the District,

placed in the alphabetical order.

The album is an original joint work of all the authors. The paintings are unique works of the artist
Dagmara Kwiatek-Kaminska, created with the use of an old, 19th century rubber chromate
technique enhanced with elements of drawing.

The texts come from various, mainly 19th century sources, such as old guidebooks, dictionaries,
encyclopediae, memoirs as well as magazines published at the time. The oldest text used dates back
to 1845, the most recent one - to 1919. The original spelling and syntax of the texts,

which often differs significantly from the way we write today, has been preserved.

The book is brightened by numerous photographs by Krzysztof Kaminski, a photographer and
architectural designer. In his photographs the author has managed to capture the beauty

of the unusual places, unique moments and the colours of our world.

We hope that this album will show you the natural, cultural and linguistic riches of the

Krakow District, will help you appreciate its beauty and will recall the interesting, complicated
and often difficult history of the places it describes.

Urodny POWIAT KRAKOWSKI to wedrowka po wielu ciekawych miejscach powiatu krakowskiego,
ktorego piekno zostato ukazane na kunsztownych obrazach malarki,
zachowane w dawnych opisach i ujete w kadr fotografa.

Krakow i okolice maja juz tak wiele opracowan, iz wydawac by sie mogto, ze nie bedzie mozliwe
stworzenie publikacji innej od dotychczasowych, ktora skieruje oczy na mniej znane miejsca,
przypomni te zapomniane lub rzuci nowe $wiatto na powszechnie lubiane i odwiedzane.
Pierwotny koncept opracowania nakreslony zostat przez autora fotografii Krzysztofa Kaminskiego,
ktoremu zaswitata mysl o potaczeniu starego tekstu ze wspotczesnym obrazem.

Realizacja tego pomystu jednak okazata sie byc trudnym zadaniem, a czy wartym zachodu —
zostawiamy ocenie odbiorcy. Powiat Krakowski obfituje w wiele wspaniatych miejsc

i juz sam ich wybor, zwazywszy na ograniczong objetosc ksiazki, byt tak trudny, jak rozne jest
widzenie $wiata okiem kazdego z nas.

W opracowaniu uwzglednione zostaty wszystkie gminy powiatu, ktore umieszczone zostaty

na kolejnych stronach w porzadku alfabetycznym.

Album to wspdlne autorskie opracowanie. Obrazy zamieszczone w pracy sa niepowtarzalnymi
dzietami artystki Dagmary Kwiatek-Kaminskiej, powstatymi z wykorzystaniem starej, XIX-wiecznej
techniki gumy chromianowej wzbogaconej rysunkiem.

Teksty zebrano z roznych, gtownie XIX-wiecznych zrddet. Byty to dawne przewodniki, stowniki,
encyklopedie, wspomnienia, a takze 6wczesne czasopisma. Najstarszy wykorzystany opis pochodzi
z 1845, a najnowszy z 1919 roku. W opracowaniu zachowano oryginalny zapis (pisownie, sktadnie

i ortografie), ktéry w wielu miejscach bardzo rozni sie od dzisiejszego.

Ozywiaja catosc liczne zdjecia wykonane przez projektanta architektury i fotografa Krzysztofa
Kaminskiego. Autor uchwycit na nich piekno miejsc niezwyktych, niepowtarzalne chwile i kolory
naszego swiata. Oddajemy w rece czytelnika album, ktory, mamy nadzieje, wskaze bogactwo
przyrodnicze, kulturowe i jezykowe powiatu, rozbudzi wrazliwos¢ na jego piekno, a takze przypomni
ciekawa, skomplikowang i niejednokrotnie trudna historie opisywanych miejsc.
